I. New Business
A. Fall Event. October 17, 2015. Tabled
B. Update on Parks grant.  See attached from Ben.
C. Dunn Heritage update. See the attached updates from Ben. The soybean crop is doing very well this year. There are some ash trees that are going to be removed this year. Possibility of treating some of the larger ones. The sign will be installed after most of the main machinery traffic is done.  There are some native oak trees started at the transfer site that will be transplanted at Dunn Heritage. The boat landing will be the next project and the rip rap will be in the winter. They will be using large rock for the boat landing. October 7th will be Edgewood Volunteer day. Approximately a dozen young adults will be collecting seed.  See the attached timeline.
D. Eagle Scout.  Carter Kreft contacted Don Schmidt about doing his Eagle Scout project.  He would be collecting seed from Don’s prairie and helping with the drying process and re-plant it at Dunn Heritage.  Also in the spring they will be helping with pulling the invasive species like garlic mustard, etc. We will also be getting some seed from Audubon.  The grant does require using live seed for some of the planting. It is important to keep the seed separated. 
E.  Discussion with Jay concerning the project timelines.  Some concern that the parks projects are put on the back burner.  Commissioners would like updates on progress of the larger projects like we have been doing for Dunn Heritage.  Jay will occasionally attend meetings to keep in better touch with the parks commission.
