If Flood Storagehad not beenused
to establishthese " ood elevations,
theBaseFloodElevationwould have
beend to 5 feet higher in the chain of

lakes than what is currently adopted

As aresult of theseillicit connections, contaminated wastewater enters ditches
which " ow directly into our lakes without receiving treatment from a waste-
water treatment plant.

lllicit connectionsmay be intentional or unknownto the businessowner
Theseconnectionsare often dueto the " oor drains connected to the storm
drainagesystemAdditional sourcef illicit dischagesarefailing septicsys-
tems,illegal dumpingpractices,andthe improperdisposalof sewagefrom
recreational practices such as boating or camping.

US 51 Corridor Study Update

The US 51 corridor study is ongoing. Current alternatives include:

e Alternative A - Low build a low-build US 51 including safety improve-
ments and addition of passing lanes.

« Alternative B - Four-lane expansion of US 51 from Stoughton to McFarland

» Alternative C - Four-lane expansion of WIS 138 from Stoughton to Oregon
plus US 51 safety improvements.

» Alternative D - Four-lane expansion of County N from County B east to
1-39/90 plus US 51 safety improvements.

Maps of Alternative B, which most signiecantly affects Town residents, are
availablefor viewing at the Town Hall. The Town of Dunn sits on both the
Technical Advisory Committee and the Policy Advisory Committee for the
study and continues to closely follow new developments. Public informa
tion meetingson the proposedalternativeswere held this spring. No addi-
tional public information meetingsare schedulecat this time, but information
regardingfuture meetingswill be postedon the Town's website. Next steps
include a Draft Environmental Impact Statement including another Public In-
formation meetingin spring 2010, and selectionof a preferred alternative in
summer2010.
