AN ORDINANCE TO INCREASE THE AMOUNT OF THE FEE IN LIEU OF DEDICATION

SPECIFIED IN ORDINANCE 12-3, SECTION 2(4)(B)(3) OF THE

TOWN CODE OF ORDINANCES 


WHEREAS, the value and cost of buildable land in the Town has increased since 1981; and


WHEREAS, the Town has not adjusted its fees-in-lieu-of -dedication (the “Fees”) since 1981; and


WHEREAS, the Town intends to increase the Fees, and the increases are reasonable in light of the increased value and  cost of buildable land in the Town; and 


WHEREAS, the increase in the Fees are reasonable in comparison to similar fees charged in other Dane County municipalities; and


WHEREAS, the Town Park Commission has recommended that the Fees be increased as provided in this ordinance; and


WHEREAS, the Plan Commission has recommended that the Fees be increased as provided in this ordinance; and


WHEREAS, on February 9, 2004, the Town Board held a public hearing on the increase in the Fees, with such public hearing preceded by a Class 2 notice, under ch. 985 Wis. Stats., published on January 26, 2004 and February 2, 2004; and 


WHEREAS, the Town Board finds that based on the above, that the increase in the Fees as provided in this ordinance is reasonable and, furthers the health, safety, and welfare of the Town and its residents;


NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the Wisconsin Statutes, including Wis. Stat. §§ 60.22, 61.34, and 236.45, the Town Board of the Town of Dunn, Dane County, Wisconsin, hereby ordains as follows:


Section 1:
Fees.  The Fees specified in Ordinance 12-3, Section 2(4)(B)(3) of the Town Code of Ordinances, shall be revised as follows:

(a) The amount of the fee for each proposed residential dwelling unit within the proposed land division or subdivision if the average acreage per dwelling unit is two (2.0) acres or less shall be increased to $1,000.

(b) The amount of the fee for each proposed residential dwelling unit within the proposed land division or subdivision if the average acreage per dwelling unit is more than two (2.0) acres shall be increased to $500.

Except for increasing the Fees as specified above, the remainder of Ordinance 12-3, Section 2(4)(B)(3) of the Town Code of Ordinances shall remain the same.


Section 2:
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall take effect the day after passage and posting or publication pursuant to law.


The above and foregoing ordinance was duly adopted by the Town Board of the Town of Dunn, at its meeting held on February 9, 2004.
