curs. The following is a summary of that article.

When flooding occurs, people often wonder how long their plants can tolerate fheir
roots being submerged. Most plants can survive a few days of flooding during the
growing season but some plants will be injured or die after a week or morg of
flooding. This is especially true for sensitive tree and shrub species like Norwayjand
sugar maples, hickories, black locust, tulip-téeaerican hop-hornbeam, mulberry
eastern redbud, crabapples, lilacs, and pines. The type of soil that the plant grgws in
is also important due to drainage patterns. Clay soils do not drain as quickly as gandy
soils and will retain flood waters for much longer

Budget
Highlights

The 2009 budget includes three fund accounts with
a tax levy; the General Fund (town operations), the
Debt Service Fund (for funding capital projects or
equipment), and the PDR Fund (to operate the Pur-
chase of Development Rights Program). The mill
rate for the total levy on all three funds is $2.18 per
thousand of assessed value. The equalized mill rate
is $1.89 or $189.00 tax for a $100,000 property
value. Due to the timing of the state budget, we do
not have the levy limit worksheet with the town’
final numbers. The final numbers will be available
at the budget hearing, so the levy could change based
on decisions made by the citizens attending the bud-
get hearing and special town meeting on November
25, 2008.A more detailed version of the draft bud-
get is available on the tows’ website -
www.town.dunn.wi.us, at th€own Hall, and will

be presented at the budget hearing on November
25, 2008.

General Fund

On the revenue sideof the budget, the following
lines are worth noting. The general property tax
levy is proposed to increase $30,855 which is a
2.07% increase. The State shared revenue is shown
with little or no change because as of this writing
the State has not completed the estimates to reflect
the final state budget. The State transportation aids
went up by $3,206.

Grant revenue is up slightly because road signing
and striping grant is completed and the revenue is
expected in 2009. Building permit revenue is ex-
pected to decline because the activity in the con-
struction field has slowed down this yedre in-
crease in garbage and recycling income is to offset
the increase for the same under a new contract with
Waste Management that began in Jaunuary 2008
which is also included on the expense side of the
budget.

On the expense sid®f the budget, the following
changes are proposed in 200f1ge categories were
increased by the cost of living (4.2%). The budget
for attorney fees has been increased to $18,000 to
anticipate work on the Fitchburg Northeast Neigh-
borhood development proposal. Election expenses
will be up because of additional training planned.
The increase in town hall expenses will cover in-
creases in utility expenses and re-budgeting for some
roof and soffit repairs to the town hall.

In PublicWorks budget, there is no change in street
repair and maintenance. The increase in tools of
$1,200 will partially cover a new power steam

The largest project
is the construction of a storm shelter in B&gw Heights, but it is contingent upon

final approval of funding by FEMAThe towns match of this project will include

our labor equipment and some materials to construct an access drive to the build-
ing. The capital projects are funded through borrowing which is reflected in the
Debt Service Fund and tax levyhe design phase of the Dyreson bridge renova-
